 Sac Metro Fire crews responded to a two-alarm blaze on Bradshaw Road in Rancho Cordova Friday evening that burnt one local hotel to a crisp. 

The hotel was shut down and abandoned one year ago and ever since it has been housing the homeless. Firefighters believe someone inside may have accidental started the blaze by leaving a candle or some other light source unattended. 

The fire started on the first floor of the hotel and quickly spread. Huge plumes of smoke were reportedly seen from the vacant hotel from Highway 50. 

Fire crews predicted that an accident of this nature would happen in this hotel, so they prepared themselves by inspecting nearby hydrants and putting their game plan to use. 

After the smoke cleared firefighters did not discover any victims. It seems that the suspects left the building before the blaze grew vicious. 
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
