LVNA Agenda Minutes

December 14,2004

1. Meeting began at 6:00

2. Minutes were approved

3. Update on Committees:

A. Political Affairs: Matt submitted the minutes, agenda, and support documents from previous City Council meetings.  Also, Matt displayed the Sacramento Bee article on LVNA and took comments to share with its author.  Finally, he announced the results of the County Services Meeting held on November 16th.    

B. Communication: Fred yielded his time, and will report at the next meeting

C. Code/Beautification: Ernest also yielded his time

4. Upcoming Jim Wiley (Bradshaw Landing) Meeting

A. Matt shared the details of the impending Bradshaw Landing project- he informed members that Jim Wiley from County Planning, would be attending a future LVNA meeting- Matt asked members to think about what services they would like to see from the project, and to generate questions or concerns if they have them 

B. Bradshaw Landing is a new project proposed for Bradshaw in the area now held by the drive-in theatre.  The plan currently includes a multiplex theatre, a big box store, a fast food restaurant, sit down restaurants and multiple mixed-use storefronts.  The project is slated to begin late spring/early summer of next year and would take at least two years to complete

5. Website Ideas

A. Kevin submitted several ideas for the website:

· Posting of Community Events

· Publishing of photos of the construction of Lincoln Village

· Links to RCPD, City emails and calendar

· The purchasing of a website address (LincolnVillage.org) for $90- executive members would contribute $5 each per year to keep the address

· Members agreed to all suggestions and promised to bring additional suggestions to the next meeting

B. Kevin and Matt agreed to work on the website in January

6. Ideas for Newsletter and Mail Reception for LVNA

A. Kevin will pursue a free PO Box from Bill Spahn, who is the manager of the UPS Pack and Ship on Bradshaw Rd- LVNA will trade space in future newsletters for the box- Gene will pick up the mail once per week and give to Fred- this move will allow members to receive mail without exposing their personal contact information- this will also help to bring more exposure to the association

7. Presentation by Lee Freschette, Planning Director for RC parks

A. Lee distributed a parks survey and asked members to identify services they felt were important to LV Community Park and to the city in general

B. He fielded questions on the status of our pool and operating times during Summer 2005- he also expressed interest in contributing to the Winter newsletter

8. Discussion: Police Presence in Lincoln Village 

A. Council member Dan Skoglund, Chief of Police Tom McMahon, and Officer Jason Manning presented information about the police’s role in LV.  The following represents highlights from their presentation:

· Dan asked whether City Views and asked whether residents had received it; Dan announced the hiring of a community prosecutor to assist police and residents in improving their communities

· Tom introduced himself as the new chief and provided LVNA with a short background of his qualifications; he explained the difference between services provided by Sheriff and RCPD:

1. RCPD has more local control

2. Staffing is easier as the city has 110 sworn in personnel

3. The City is committed to POP officers, where the county is not- POP officers form closer relationships with residents

· The area around The Liquor Loft continues to be an issue for the guests; they will concentrate on nuisance issues to hold the property accountable; they are investigating the creation of Business Improvement Districts, where LV businesses would contribute funds for security, lighting, etc.

· Jason Manning will work closely with the community prosecutor 

· Response time and call center issues were also discussed- after 5 pm, all calls are sent to downtown then distributed to sheriff or RCPD car- Chief McMahon shared that RC response times have been excellent but is very concerned about the professionalism of the downtown dispatchers- he confirmed that RC cannot have its own dispatchers due to cost- RC officers may call residents back to confirm information but are not required to do so- he envisions maintaining a 1/1,000 officer/resident ratio

· The new towing situation was also discussed- while RCPD is now responsible for all on-street towing, they have run into significant problems with towers not fulfilling contract as it does not pay them as much as the City did before the RCPD took over

· Tom, Dan, and Jason have offered to visit future LVNA meetings as requested

9. Julie Kaufman, Director of LV Healthy Start

A. The following information was shared by Julie:

· Residents may report truant students by calling Healthy Start at 228-5723.  In addition, they may call AM Winn or Abraham Lincoln

· LVNA has been invited to participate in Healthy Start’s annual Pancake Breakfast, which will be held on March 5th from 8:00 am- 11:30 AM.  The cost will be $5 per family, and LVNA will be asked to serve the pancakes and sausages provided by the IHOP on Bradshaw
