1. Meeting began at 6:00pm

2. Minutes were approved

a. New members were provided with minutes from the 7/26 meeting.

3. Update on Committees

a. Political Affairs: Matt provided the association with an agenda from the July 6th City Council and July 8th Planning Commission meetings- items discussed at this time included the approval of the revised Target site at Olson Drive; Teichert was given the contract to pave LV Drive – they should begin at any time. If they cannot pave the entire road prior to October 15th than it will be postponed until the Spring. 

b. Communication: Kevin shared new updates to the website including the spraying in Rancho Cordova for West Nile. Kevin asked for members to stop by the clubhouse on Saturday at 4:30 to help to pass out newsletters. 

c. Code/Beautification: Ernest would like to get a group together to tour the neighborhood and identify code-enforcement cases such as cars needing to be tagged or towed. He also provided the following numbers:

ii. Parking Enforcement: 876-6642

iii. Code Violations: 942-0280

d. Crime Prevention: Nothing to report

e. Education: Fred is going to work with the school to get a crossing guard assigned at AM Winn. 

f. Finance: Nothing to report

4. LVNA Report Card

a. Matt updated members as to the status of the report card.  He will email the finished product to the Executive Board. The report card will be presented to the members at the September 13th meeting. The scoping session will be held October 11th. 

5.  Debrief of National Night Out

a. Doniell reported that many interested parties appeared at the booths, and expressed general support for the association’s efforts.

b. Members critiqued the event and made suggestions for next year: food, bigger signs, advertise in advance, create and display signs announcing the event, greater presence of police cars at the booths, and the possibility of moving the locations.

c. The Crime Prevention committee will begin to work on next year’s event. A meeting will take place Saturday September 24th at 5:30 in the mobile home park community room. This meeting will be a potluck so please bring a dish to share. Everyone is welcome to attend. 

6. Discussion: SB 1159

a. Matt shared the following information on City Councilmember Dan Skoglund’s behalf: the Governor recently signed SB1159, which encourages drug users to purchase clean needles by disposing them at several local pharmacies.  The County Board of Supervisors does not need the approval of the cities to carry this law out.  There is an education component (100,000 brochures of how to use shards to dispose), and 3 options for safe disposal of syringes.  Several county board members, including Don Notolli, continued the discussion to their Oct. 18th meeting, to give cities the opportunity to comment.

b. A majority of the members present are opposed to the bill.  It was decided that members will draft a letter against the law at two meetings: Wednesday, September 28th and October 5th at 6:00 pm at the mobile home park community room.  Members of LVNA will attend the meeting, which is located at 700 H St. 

7. Placement of Crosswalks and Speed Bumps Along LV Drive. 

a. Matt facilitated a discussion of which speed reduction devices could be implemented once the paving is completed.  He displayed a map of LV Drive and asked members to create options to present to the city engineer.  The group developed 3 options: 

i. Option A is the baseline: there would be one crosswalk at Viking, Explorer, and Routier, and one speed bump at Redstone; make Viking a 3-way stop; extend the no parking area in front of The Cascades to 25ft. 

ii. Option B: create 3 crosswalks at Explorer and 2 at Viking.

iii. Option C includes solid no passing lanes; speed lumps between Astral/Aries; extend no parking area 100ft in front of the Cascades; extend painting of lines to Bradshaw.

8. Open Correspondence

a. Matt addressed the question of why Lincoln Village does not have the postal address of Rancho Cordova. LV shares a zip code with Rosemont, which is an unincorporated area of the County

b. Michelle shared an invitation from Mayhew Community Baptist Church to attend their “Meet Your Neighbor” barbeque. The event will be held from 12:30 to 4:00 on September 11th at the Church.

9. LV Scoping Workshop

a. Further plans were made regarding the workshop.  City and County officials will be invited to work alongside residents in an effort to determine the association’s goals for 2006.  Several formats were suggested.

b. The scoping meeting is scheduled for October 11th at 6:00 at the mobile home park community room.
