3. Update on Committees

b. Communication: Kevin announced a newsletter meeting to take place July 30th at 4pm in the Mobile Home Park community room.
c. Crime Prevention: Doniell discussed that graffiti is becoming prevalent in the neighborhood. Please call Shelly Pai for information on graffiti clean-up. Also the efforts of the Association and Dick Margarita are evident in front of the Liquor Loft where loitering has been less due to the classical music.
d. Finance: Kevin filled in for Melissa announcing that LVNA received a generous donation from Gala Construction. Also, the committee is looking for new members; visit LVNA’s website for more information.
4. Discussion: LVNA Report Card

a. After a discussion on this subject, the Board agreed that a progress report on LVNA would be helpful to the future of the Association.  The four major committees that started LVNA will be featured in the report, and will highlight the philosophy, achievements, and goals for the next year. 

5. Discussion: National Night Out
       a. After a presentation by Doniell, the group agreed on several ideas regarding how to celebrate NNO:

i. Two informational tables (one on LV drive and another at the park on Routier) would be the most effective way to advertise the presence of the Association.
ii. Due to NNO being the following Tuesday it was agreed by the Executive Board to cancel the August 9th General Meeting and instead hold the NNO event.

b. Kevin- There will be an open house to discuss the new Douglas/Sunrise interchange at the Cal State Aquatic Center on Hazel Room 203 from 5-7pm tomorrow August 27th.
c. Lori- Had several ideas to improve park safety: run sprinklers at night vs. during the day; increase lighting and use brighter bulbs. Also Lori suggested adding information about LVNA to the City Views, the Penny Saver and the Sac News n’ Review.

d. Jane- Wanted to know if speed bumps could be installed on Vanguard as speeding is a real issue for residents on that street.

e. Glenn- announced the re-formation of a neighborhood watch on Jupiter Dr. to combat the particular concerns Jupiter has such as drug dealing, loitering and dice games.

f. Claire-asked how to report a neighbor who is conducting a body repair shop out of their garage.

7. Discussion:  Workshop to Craft a Vision for LVNA
a. The Executive Board agreed to devote a meeting to discussing roads, businesses, homes, codes and law enforcement in relation to the neighborhood.  Board members decided to use the report card as a stepping stone for this workshop.  City and County officials will be invited to participate.  A date will be determined at the August 23rd meeting.
