1. Meeting began at 6:05pm

2. Minutes were approved by the Board

3. Update on Committees

a. Political Affairs: Matt shared City Council and Planning Commission Agendas and the following announcements:

i. The City Council rejected a proposal from Target to change their façade and expand into a super store. Target is expected to go back to the drawing board and present an idea that conforms to the City’s design review guidelines. 

ii. Chief McMahon sent a letter to remind people to check their windows, doors and gates and make sure they are that they are locked.  Summer time is a prevalent season for break-ins. 

iii. Bradshaw Landing is undergoing a second Environmental Review and is hoping to start breaking ground next spring. 

b. Communication: Kevin announced the next newsletter meeting will be held at July 30th at the Bradshaw Mobile Home Park meeting room.

c. Code/Beautification: Ernie announced that the new Neighborhood Watch Coordinator is Shelly Pei.  She is interested in presenting a workshop to LVNA on gang prevention strategies.

d. By Laws: Melissa announced that the Executive Board approved a series of by-laws at a closed session prior to tonight’s meeting.  The by laws will be posted on the LVNA website.

4. Discussion: LVNA Report Card

a. Matt suggested that LVNA produce a report card much like the City’s annual report that would chart the association’s progress and future goals. The Executive Board agreed that LVNA should develop such a report, but did not specify a completion date.  

b. Each Chair will develop a synopsis of their Committee’s past accomplishments and suggest a series of goals for the next year.  The Executive Board shall have final say as to the direction of each committee.

c. A future meeting date will be determined for each Chair to present their section and receive feedback from the members. 

5. Announcement: LVNA Committee Positions

a. Kevin updated attendees on LVNA’s committee structure, and reported several changes made during the creation of the by-laws:

i. In 2004, LVNA approved the creation of four “starter committees:” Gov’t Affairs, Beautification, Communication, and Crime Prevention.  Recently, the Special Committee on By-Laws determined that three additional committees would be necessary to ensure the future success of LVNA.  

ii. In addition, the Special Committee drafted the following language: “A qualified chairperson shall be a Voting Member and shall have attended at least ½ of the General Meetings in the 12 months prior to the vacancy of the chair.”  The Committee also decided that vacated Chair positions would be announced at the following General Meeting. 

iii. Presently LVNA holds the following Committees and Chairs: Governmental Affairs- Matt; Beautification- Ernie; Crime Prevention- Doniell; Communications- Kevin; Education- Fred; Finance- Melissa; Membership- Sandi

6. Open Correspondence

a. A member shared a personal story of syringes found in Lincoln Village Park. Mr. Skoglund replied to these concerns with steps already being taken by the Council and the park District to investigate the matter. The Executive Board also shared steps to be taken by the member and the association not limited to alerting the POP Officers and using the incident to attract more attention to the association and enlist more members. 

b. Many members shared concerns about the recent dumping of rubbish and large items on several LV streets. There seemed to be confusion about the new trash service and the County dump day. BFI allows three dumps per household per year when the individual calls and schedules such. Matt will follow up with Ed Mendez to place warning letters explaining the new procedure for those people who have not actually scheduled a pick-up.
