a. Political Affairs: Matt shared the City’s opposition to SB1159.  He and Ernie attended a bus tour of North Bay cities along with City leadership. The trip was designed to educate commissioners, GPAC members, and City officials on innovative downtown development ideas.  Park signs at LV Park could be increased in size, but police now have the ability to enforce the park hours regardless of sign sizes.  PMC will be attending the November 8th LVNA meeting to share the city’s downtown concept and asking for members to complete a survey. 5. LVNA Opposition to SB1159

c. On Oct. 18th, the County will make a decision on the bill. Members are encouraged to attend the County Board of Supervisors meeting and support the City and LVNA in opposing this bill.

a. A housing element is being considered in the project by direction of the County. RC planning department will step aside until the County approves an EIR.
