5. Announcement: Lee Frechette
a. iv. Other: AM Winn Pancake Breakfast, bus service connecting LV Drive and Butterfield light rail station, remodeling Liquor Loft shopping center, getting the word out about LVNA. 
v. Beautification: signs on both ends of LV Drive, springtime neighborhood walk, more streetlights, code enforcement.
vi. Services: restaurants, movie theatre, clothing stores.

vii. Public Safety: more police presence at our meetings and in our neighborhood, metro fire to present a fire prevention workshop. 
viii. Crime Prevention: beat cops, better lighting, private security, meeting with owners.

ix. Code Enforcement: Get towing back to In-Shape, get more accurate answers to our calls, fining landlords as well as renters for infractions.
