1. Minutes approved after addition of Kevin J. and Cortney K. to the list of attendees.
2. Update on Committees:
a. Political Affairs: Matt shared the following announcements:  
i. The City Council approved an ordinance banning the parking of semi-trucks and other vehicles from residential streets.  These vehicles are now required to park in M-2 Heavy Commercial zones.
ii. Alteration of Bradshaw Landing’s site plan has been submitted to the county.  In addition, the property’s name has been altered to “The Landing.”  Matt will keep members updated as this property comes under review from the county. 
iii. The Grand Opening of City Hall is April 22nd starting at 11 am.  Council chambers will be dedicated to former mayor Dave Roberts. LVNA will have a booth at the event. Contact Matt or Doniell if you would like to volunteer a shift at the booth. 

b. Communication: Website has been updated with several new items including information on the Rivercats game and the park measure bond improvement. 
c. Beautification: Ernie is waiting for the rain to subside for a neighborhood walk that will evaluate ADA compliance, parking, and the walkability of the neighborhood. 
d. Crime Prevention: Officer Columbe reported that calls are down in general. Keep eyes open for suspicious activity.
e. Education: Nothing to report
f. Membership: Nothing to report 
g. Social Activities: LVNA will be attending the Rivercats game on April 15th. 
h. Finance: Michelle reported our checking balance as $1790.19
3. Kim Z.  Community Prosecutor
a.  Kim has been with District Attorney’s office for 11 years in a variety of areas, including elder abuse and juvenile offenders.  She is currently researching the resources available to her, and plans to attack issues in the community with a team approach whenever possible. 

b. She reported that Betty’s Kitchen and Bar posted the liquor license change in an attempt to sell the business to Boston Floyd. 

c. Kim met with the current and prospective owners, along with property owners, code enforcement, police, Kim’s boss, Sergeant Kobayashi, and Officer Colombe. The group discussed responsible ownership, lighting, security, and trespassing signs. Kim is investigating the use of trespassing notices to be handed out to violators, which would have a cumulative effect if they are stopped in the future. 

d. The Floyds have owned several businesses in the past which have included the possession of an ABC license. They currently have no complaints against their license that we are aware of. 

e. The Floyds are still trying to determine what the business will be and who they will be catering to. They have told Kim that their focus will be on food. They may serve breakfast, definitely dinner. They hired a chef, Brutus, to bring in BBQ. They are reporting their hours as 10am-10pm, but legally could be open until 2 am. They will be serving alcohol during the entirety of their operation. 

f. Kim feels they will be a good partner based on their attitude in the meeting and willingness to take suggestions. 

g. They will continue to have a jukebox and/or DJ service but they do not have a dance permit and do not plan to seek one at this time. 
4. LVNA By-Laws 

a. Matt has asked the Executive Board to consider whether the by-laws need adjusting with a recommendation to undertake the process for amendments as outlined in Article VII, Section 2 of the by-laws.

b. A motion was made by Sandi and seconded by Michelle to re-open the by-laws committee. A unanimous vote was taken of the Executive Board to re-convene the  committee. 
c. Matt, Doniell, Sandi, Lori and Michelle volunteered to serve on the committee. The meeting is open to all members and will be held at the mobile home park community room on Tuesday May 2nd at 6:30.  
5. Postal Survey
a. Matt provided the Executive Board with a memo summarizing the results of the postal survey.  He asked the board for direction on including or excluding the opinions of individuals who refrain from sharing their email address or name. 
b. The Board had many suggestions for closing and re-opening the survey at a later date mainly using the newsletter as a conduit.
6. AM Winn Honor Roll BBQ

a. Matt and Doniell met with Stefan Brown the principal of AM Winn at the Pancake Breakfast.  Mr. Brown asked LVNA to consider volunteering at the BBQ as a means to reach out to the community. The school will provide all the food and supplies; LVNA will be volunteering for the cooking and serving of the food.
