1. Minutes approved 

2. Update on Committees:

a. Political Affairs: Matt shared the following announcements:  

i. The City Council’s complete and detailed agenda from March 20th and April 3rd are available for your perusal thanks to the City providing them free of charge to LVNA.

ii. By-Laws Meeting is changed from May 2nd to May 4th at 6:30 at the Bradshaw Mobile Home Park Community Room.

iii. City offers a service to replace street light bulbs please note the number located on the base and email it to Matt. Follow the same procedure for the area parks. 

iv. Matt received an email from an opposition group against the extension of the HOV lanes along highway 50. They would like to come and present at an upcoming meeting.

g. Social Activities: Lori shared that about 90 kids and 58 parents participated in the AM Winn BBQ. It was a very successful event and LVNA received rousing applause for our participation. 

h. Finance: Michelle reported our checking balance as $1791.19. 

3. Greg Foell, Cordova Parks and Recreation

a. Greg started the presentation with a slide show demonstrating the history of the park district, its funding, maintenance and district funding measure. 

b. The boundary lines start at Watt to Jackson to Grantline to Prairie City Rd. ending with the American River as a natural boundary line.  The park district includes 75 square miles which contains 30 parks. The parks encompassing 441 acres. 300,000 people participate in park district programs annually. Over 290,000 people participate in park district programs annually.

c. Funding is made up of general funds, grant and state park bonds, bonds or assessments, developer fees for new parks, and land use authority exacting on new development.

d. Greg gave an overview of the planned park improvements for the Mather Sports Complex and White Rock Park. The park has faced many funding challenges including administrative fees to utilities to name a few. 

e. Community priorities based on recent survey: improved maintenance of existing parks, repair and upgrade children’s playground, increase safety and security, improve and maintain sports field, upgrade and improve trails and pathways.

f. Greg explained that if the Fite property on Routier is developed an in-lieu fee would be generated that would be dedicated to Lincoln Village park. This in lieu fee is because rather than asking the property owner to find a space with in their development to meet the City’s park requirement they can instead pay a donation to the existing park nearby in this case LV park.  

g. The district funding measure will be a mailed ballot asking for a vote of yes or no on a funding measure totaling $19.80 per year per home, it would benefit Rosemont, Rivera East, Larchmont, Gold River, and Rancho Cordova. The ballot will be mailed in early May.

h. Greg provided a handout to members with an overview of the measure.  Attached is a letter of endorsement with a place for members to provide their name and contact information much like a petition. The letter of endorsement would publish your name on promotional materials in support of the measure. If you did not attend the meeting but would like to endorse the measure please call the district office at 362-1841. Greg encouraged members to share ideas for improvements and programs by calling the Park District Office.

4.  Open Correspondence 

a. Pauline asked about speeding. Gary told her she can call for the emergency number for speeders because it is a traffic hazard.

b. Eve shared frustration with shots fired three times in one night, a resident help up by gun point outside their gate, a driver swerving on and off the sidewalk and grass while children were playing. The association was glad to learn what she shared as no one was aware of these incidents. 

5. Movement of LVNA account to interest bearing account

a. Matt shared a new savings account with no minimum balance that offers an interest rate similar to a CD. The company is web based they do not have in person branch and therefore saves money that they pass on to customer in the form of a high interest rate. The money can be transferred back and forth from our Washington Mutual account anytime we choose because unlike a CD there is no time required investment.

b. INGDirect.com is the website if the Board would like to review it. Matt will look for a direction from the Executive Board at the next meeting on this issue.

6. Alcohol Licensing Presentation by City Attorney on May 23rd 

a. Jose Sanchez is going to come a present this item to LVNA at the May 23rd meeting.

b. Mr. Sanchez has asked us to generate questions about the process that he can be prepared to answer at the meeting. Matt is asking all members to attend or email him with questions. Questions are due by May 9th. 

7. Future Social Activities 

a. Matt asked members to generate ideas for social/fundraising activities and pass them to Lori. 

b. Lori explained a community sale being done by a local school as an idea for LVNA to do something similar at AM Winn. 

c. Matt expressed the importance of everyone getting involved. LVNA has a lot of good ideas but we need help in making these events successful. Right now the association is operating most events with about seven members.  Currently LVNA has about ____ members but only twelve of them are active in community events like National Night Out, the Halloween BBQ, AM Winn’s Pancake Breakfast and Honor Roll BBQ to name a few of our events.
