LVNA Agenda Minutes

1. Minutes and agenda were approved. 
2. Update on Committees:
a. Political Affairs: Matt shared the following announcements:  
i. The Planning Commission denied the Capital Village project initially; it was passed by the City Council upon reviewing changes the developer made to the project. 
ii. The weekend of July 4th Allied Waste made a tremendous effort to clean up the City from the illegal dumping that has occurred lately. 

iii. In-Shape is looking to fill the position left vacant since the passing of Yvonne Dehann. Curt Haven, Economic Director for the City is currently overseeing the program.
iv. LVNA has received an invitation to City Hall to learn about the new In-Shape reporting service. Erin Treadwell the PIO for the City would like to demonstrate this service and how to use to members of LVNA. 

v. The LV/Viking stop signs were torn down on the morning of July 5th. They appear to have been yanked out. The signs were replaced by the Public Works Department. The same instance happened on the Monday July 10th and again the Public Works department graciously repaired them within 5 hours of being reported. 
vi. Curt Haven gave Matt a booklet on Sacramento Mediation Center and suggested we consider using their services when negotiating with local business owners.
vii. A suggestion was made to gift the remaining polo shirts to the City Council members. Michele motioned approval and Lori seconded. A unanimous vote followed.  
viii. Fred shared that the Sister City committee must choose a city by December. Currently cities in China and Korea are being considered.. The committee is working on establishing themselves. This weekend five committee members will be attending a Sister City International Meeting in Washington. The committee’s next meeting is July 18th at City Hall. 

b. Communication: City Hall site generating lots of hits to LV site, at least 50 a day. Kevin passed out DS letter about Park employee. Ernie motioned and Fred 2nd motion to donate $100 dollars. 
c. Beautification: LVNA walkability study has been re-scheduled for August 12th at   8:00 am. We will meet at the Bradshaw Mobile Home Park Community Room. 
d. Crime Prevention: Doniell created a draft that combines Kevin’s vacant lot letter with the NNO letter and asked Executive Board Members to share thoughts/ideas to improve upon letter prior to mailing. She also explained the proposed ordinance that would prevent sex offenders from loitering in areas that are frequented by children. 
e. Education: Julie Kaufman reported via email that Healthy Start is still being funded but the staff layoffs have not yet been rescinded. They are hoping a letter will come out later this week. 
f. Social Activities: T-shirts are being investigated. Currently a white is $7.55, cream is $9.55. Even number of votes for both colors. Matt will ask if we can split the order. If not then white will be ordered. 
g. Finance: Michele reported a balance of $4275.55
3. Commercial Development at Old Placerville
a. Scott from WALKSacramento presented the agency’s evaluation of the project.

b. Scott suggested that LVNA get added to the email routing list of notification that is sent out in regards to development in the City. WALKSacramento is currently notified of every project that involves the creation or alteration of sidewalks. 

c. Scott pointed out the necessity of making your suggestions and questions known about a project as early in the process as possible. 
d. The project in discussion is located in the lot behind the vacant lot adjacent to the Bradshaw Square shopping center. The project will feature offices in front with residences tucked behind them.
e. Concerns with the project: A road in the mobile home park will back up to the project, increased traffic from the proposed residences; Due the already existing apartments and the proposed new driveways there will be 4 driveways within a 400 stretch of road which mean a large amount of left and right turns onto Old Placerville; no sidewalks or public gathering place; residents would have to drive through the office parking lot to access their homes. 
f. Due the project being infill and under 100 acres they do not have to provide a park area. 

g. WALKSacramento felt the project was trying to squeeze too much into the space. They suggested links between the new property and the existing shopping center via sidewalks. They also agreed expansion of the planned green space would also be an improvement. 
h. General consensus amongst members was that too much is being planned for the space. Suggestions made to address this included cutting back development to create walkways and build a buffer between the offices and residences. 

i. Members will question the developer on the following: What is the width of the residential streets? Has Fire weighed in on this?  Is there an HOA planned or required? 

j. LVNA members would like to meet with the developer prior to the Planning Commission meeting on the 27th. Letters opposing or supporting the project must be submitted by July 21st. 

4. National Night Out 

a. Bob Stone from In-Shape and Mark Columbe, POP officer with RCPD with have confirmed attendance at the event. 
b. Lori contacted several local organizations about volunteering for children’s activities. 
c. Currently none of the twenty-five businesses we contacted via letter have responded in regards to having a booth. Lori and Doniell will follow-up by telephone.
5. Non-for-Profit Status
a. Councilmember Ken Cooley provided LVNA with a contact to discuss, review and submit the application. Matt has contacted the gentleman and will be setting up a meeting to begin the process.
