2. Minutes and agenda were approved with no changes or additions.
3. Update on Committees: 
a. Political Affairs: Matt reviewed various items from the City Council meetings including the approval of the budget, which included the funding of the Cordova Community Council in the amount of $280,000.  CCC will be the clearing house for the non-profit programs.  LV Drive has been re-paved with a seven foot parking lane and a six foot bike lane along with a new three-way stop at LV and Viking Drives. The City is now distributing a meeting guide that outlines the policies and procedures of the meeting itself and how to properly address the Council.  RC July 4th volunteers are needed – if you interested, please attend their planning meeting on June 29th at 6:30 at the Rancho Cordova Library.  A proposal has been submitted to create condos and a four-pad office complex on the north side of Old Placerville, behind the empty lot next to Food Source.  Fred T. was selected to serve on the Sister City Committee. The next meeting for the committee will be July 6th at 7pm at City Hall. Matt has been continuously communicating with RCPD’s traffic analyst in regards to the parking of semi-trucks on residential streets. Lt. Dailey of the Rancho Cordova Police Department has agreed to come and speak to LVNA about issue. 
b. Communication: Kevin announced that the City website has placed a link to our website on their index page.  As a result, people are accessing our site more often. 
c. Beautification: Ernie is working to re-schedule the walking tour for some time in August.  Scott Clark from WalkSacramento has volunteered to attend. 
d. Crime Prevention: Doniell shared a recent story that appeared on media outlets regarding what is called a community gun. Apparently this newest fad amongst the criminal element is to hide guns in neighborhoods with other criminals “paying in” to use it, which is making enforcement more difficult.  Please be aware for such in LV.  Matt, Giancarlo, and Sandi met to discuss activity in front of LL – they are proposing documenting by video, reporting activity by phone to the police, and recording all on paper including response time. The suggestion is four hour shifts at Sandi’s office. Please contact Doniell or Sandi if you are interested in signing up for a shift. 
e. Education: Julie Kaufman shared via email that Healthy Start’s funding is being threatened at the school board level. LVNA may need to lend support for the program at a meeting the future. Communication on the issue will resume on email until the next LVNA meeting or check the website for updates.

h. Finance: Michele reported the new balance is 4246.25.
