4. Update on Committees:
a. Political Affairs: Matt shared the following announcements:

d. Crime Prevention: Betty’s Kitchen and Bar is displaying a change of ownership sign in their window. Discussion later in the meeting addressed action to be taken.

5. Stephanie Snyder, Senior Management Analyst  
a. Stephanie explained that City leadership is planning to attend a meeting with the Postmaster General in Washington D.C. to address the postal concerns of the residents of Lincoln Village. Currently, mail addressed to residents in LV as Rancho Cordova with the correct zip code is returned as undeliverable. 
b. Members shared a variety of experiences with the postal service in Rancho Cordova. The focus will be on the zip code and city addressing rather than the service or quality.
c. Stephanie asked members to sign a sign in sheet with name and address so she can then send a letter addressed to each person under the city of Sacramento and Rancho Cordova. She is asking each participant to email or call her when the letters are received or if they are not.
6. Scott Clark, WalkSacramento 
a. Scott shared the summary and drafts of what would make it safer to walk in Lincoln Village specifically in regards to AM Winn.
b. Several City and school staff along with Council member Linda Budge and parents to performed a walking audit around the school to determine needs in regards to safe walking/biking passages to + from the school. 
c. The corners of Lincoln Village Drive and Explorer crosswalks on every point of intersection and crossing was determined to be one of the most important and inexpensive ways to improve the area near the school. Extra features, such as bulb-outs, that would increase the awareness of drivers that this is a special area, a school zone and speed should be reduced. 

d. Scott stated that WalkSacramento and the walking audit preformed strongly support LVNA’s suggestions and requests to improve the safety and accessibility of the neighborhood for pedestrians. 
7.  Betty’s Kitchen and Bar 

a. The business license was approved and they do appear to be open and operating. However they have also posted an application for change of ownership. The date given on the posting is March 10th although no one from LVNA noted the sign until 3/17 and then made the city and police department aware of the issue. LVNA has ten days left to protest the re-issuance of an alcohol/liquor license. 
b. Matt gave members an overview of what licenses exist within the census tract. He also shared the information given by ABC as to points protest letters may include. Letters are to be addressed to Jerry Meyers. 
c. LVNA is requesting members to perform outreach to neighboring residents and inform them of the situation. Those with plausible concerns are encouraged to demonstrate their distress in a letter. 

d. A letter writing campaign will be held on March 29th at 6:30 at the Bradshaw Mobile Home Park Clubhouse.
