2. Update on Committees:

3. Open Correspondence 

a. Lori and Cortney shared the latest activities at the park including what appears to be a “sales” meeting of the local gangs at about noon everyday in the parking lot of LV Park before heading off in separate directions. A couple of vagrants have been confirmed to be living in the park. Office Columbe is aware of them and is making an effort to locate them as they proven to be a public nuisance. Cortney and Lori are proposing to CRPD that the neighborhood gateways be walled off. A community meeting on the matter will be held at a future date. 

b. Doniell spoke with the owner of the Liquor Loft to determine if the man in the jacket, noted by several members to be loitering in front of the store, is actually security. The owner was uncooperative and hostile so Doniell told him she would follow up with the DA’s office and Officer Columbe on the matter. 

c. Bradshaw Inn / Old Howard Johnson’s – Lights and people walking seen in the upstairs windows.  Matt will update the various agencies on this matter.

4. Movement of LVNA account to interest bearing account

a. Matt presented a memo to the Board outlining the benefits of transferring the bulk of our funds to the ING account while leaving an operating a budget within the Washington Mutual account.

b. Matt asked the Board to select him as a representative for the account but make the login and password information available to the original signers of the WAMU account and the Treasurer.  A motion was heard, seconded and voted unanimously by the Board. 

c. The Board voted to create the account and deposit $250 into it for a period of two months, at which time the Board will review depositing a larger amount. 

5. Alcohol Licensing Presentation by City Attorney on May 23rd 

a. Members created questions that will be emailed by Matt to Mr. Sanchez for his review and preparation. 

6. Non-for-Profit Status

a. Doniell shared a memo with the Executive Board asking for the formation of a special committee to complete the necessary paperwork. The Board determined that Doniell shall work on the application process until such time as a committee proves to be necessary or interested parties come forward to form one.
