3. Update on Committees:

4. Marcy Barnett, Senior Environmental Consultant with BERC 

a. BERC was started from grants given by EPA. The specific purpose is to assist landowners in the redevelopment process especially phase 1 and 2 environmental assessments, requirements before lenders will fund commercial loans.   
b. BERC’s funding comes from the County’s building and environmental dept’s.  
c. Marcy will return on June 27th for a more detailed discussion about those particular parcels LVNA is interested in.
5. City Attorney Jose Sanchez presented the following items re: ABC and Alcohol Licenses 

a. The city of Rancho Cordova does not issue alcohol licenses - ABC has the exclusive right to issue, suspend, or revoke licenses. 
b. The process of getting the license involves notifying local law enforcement and city officials. The application must be posted on the building itself and be visible without entering the building. 
c. ABC has a responsibility to thoroughly investigate the applicant including a background check and all matters connected to public welfare and morals. All of these things (i.e. definition of morals) are at the discretion of ABC.

d. ABC shall deny a license application if the following should occur: it would create a law enforcement problem and/or it would result in an undue concentration of licenses. 
e. The concentration of licenses is determined by a ratio of licenses to census tract of population. Crime reporting districts are determined by the local law enforcement agency. If an application is within a district that has 20% greater number of reported crimes than the average number of reported crimes, as determined from all crime reporting districts within the jurisdiction of the local law enforcement agency, than a law enforcement problem is perceived.
f. Vested licenses that are transferring owners but not premises only undergo an investigation of the applicant.  A concentration of crimes or licenses is not considered in the process. These types of license are “grandfathered into an area”
