Minutes approved 

1. Alcohol Beverage Regulation and Control Part II by Jose Sanchez – the following points were made by Mr. Sanchez:

a. The grounds for suspending or revoking an alcohol license are outlined in the CA Business and Professions Code Division 9 – Alcoholic Beverages and California Code of Regulations Title 4 Division 1.

b. Grounds that constitute a basis for suspension or revocation of licenses can include: continuance of the license would be contrary to public welfare or morals, causing or permitting a violation by the licensee is a violation of the rules and regulations adopted ABC or the penal code, failure to take reasonable steps to correct objectionable conditions on the licensed premise including the adjacent area that is owned, leased ore rented by the licensee (that constitute a nuisance within a reasonable time of being notified by the D.A., city attorney, or ABC to correct the offense). 

c. Accusations of violations may be made to ABC by any person against any licensee. Accusations need to be made in writing clearly stating the violation(s) that would authorize ABC to suspend or revoke the license.  

d. Accusations against on-sale or off-sale licensee may be filed with ABC by the legislative body, chief of police of any city in which the premises in question are located, requesting suspension or revocation of any retail license. 

e.  Upon filing of the accusation, ABC, shall provide for a public hearing within the County and determine whether or not the license should be revoked or suspended.  

f. Law enforcement agencies are required to notify ABC within ten days of any arrests made for violations for which ABC has jurisdiction which involve a licensee or licensed premises. ABC is required to investigate as to whether grounds to terminate or suspend the license exist. 

g. ABC may make reasonable conditions upon retail licenses if doing so will make it possible to alleviate grounds for revoking or suspension. 

2. Open Correspondence:

a. Sgt. Haynes shared that a new movie popular with teens is causing the 360 donuts that residents are observing. Any crashes caused by this behavior should be called in to RCPD for investigation.  If the dispatcher does not indicate that an Officer will be out request a supervisor to ensure a response will be made. 

b. Bradshaw Inn will be leveled and the owner is planning to build an assisted living facility for the elderly. 

3. Update on Committees:

a. Political Affairs: Matt shared the following announcements:  

i. The former Bradshaw Inn was the victim of another fire, which injured one firefighter.  The City is working aggressively to resolve this solution and will inform LVNA when their plan is in place. 

ii. Jan Fehlhaber has left RCPD Towing and assumed duties with the Sheriff’s Department.  Her replacement will be Therese Burke (Tburke@ranchocordovapd.com).  Continue to file concerns about on-street parking with Comcate – contact Officer Burke if no changes appear on the site.

b. Communication: Nothing to report.

c. Beautification: Ernie shared that reports can be taken for any concern that is not crime-related but warrants RCPD to investigate.  If it is a code enforcement concern it should be filed through the City’s website service via Comcate. 

d. Social Activities: Nothing to report.

a. Lori sent letters to all the finalists from last year about entering again. So far only one entry has been submitted on the website.
