LVNA Agenda Minutes

1. Minutes (Ernie, Kevin) and agenda (Kevin, Ernie) approved 
2. Presentation: Officer Haynes 

a. Officer Haynes gave a background of his career and what the plan and direction is for POP under the new chief. The focus is on a team work and addressing ongoing social nuisances. POP Officers will be working days/nights and different shifts. 

b. They will be using the neighborhood nuisance code adopted by the City. Officer Haynes explained that a paper trail and documentation of the problem is needed in order to deal with it effectively. Residents are asked to call or come to the station in person to fill out a community contact form and to provide an address as it will be easier to track complaints for a particular area or address.  

c. Expect a two day window from the day a complaint is given to a supervisor for signature to follow up with the person who generated the complaint. You can request the complaint number so you can follow up on it.  
3. Scott Clark – WalkSacramento 

a. LVNA and WalkSacramento met in August to perform a walkability assessment of the neighborhood. The walk focused primarily at Explorer and Vanguard. 
b. We did not focus on the area in front of AM Winn as a charrette of this area has already been submitted to the City and the school district. Currently the district is not planning to make the recommended improvements. 
4. Update on Committees:
a. Political Affairs: Matt shared the following announcements:  
i. The crosswalk at Vanguard and Saturn will be altered to include a lit section underneath the street. Pedestrians will simply push a button to activate the walk.  This project will be completed before paving begins on this street in 2007.
ii. Matt will attempt to obtain disaster door hangers to pass out at an LVNA meeting in the near future.  The door hangers depict on either side whether the house is clear or if someone left inside is in need of assistance to evacuate. 
iii. Councilmember Ken Cooley is interested in presenting an unbiased summary of the ballot initiatives outling the pros and cons of each initiative.  Matt will follow up and provide an update at the next meeting.
b. Communication: The website is receiving 25 to 30 hits a day. Election information is the most popular page, followed by the ‘Sound-Off’ section.  Kevin has been receiving requests for business card size ads for the newsletter. The next newsletter meeting will be at Matt’s house on 9/30 at 1:30. 
c. Beautification: Ernie shared a list of concerns compiled from the walkability study. 
d. Education: Healthy Start meeting at AM Winn on Thursday 9/28
e. Social Activities: Nothing to Report
f. Finance: $4112.51 
g. Crime Prevention: Several officers familiar with LVNA have been transferred to other areas in the County.  LVNA is already working with new Officers to develop a working relationship.
h. Membership: Nothing to report.

a. Members discussed the Fall Festival and Festival of Lights and whether to hold the contest this year.

The fall festival was scrapped due to concerns raised by representatives from Healthy Start.
