2. Minutes were approved with no changes
3. Presentation: Cyrus Abhar, City of Rancho Cordova

a. Cyrus provided an update on the City’s progress with respect to engineering improvements and summarized those made specifically in Lincoln Village.
b. Pavement, sidewalks catching up with $70 million of deferred improvements neglected over the last 40 years or so. Due to this Vanguard will not be repaved at this time. The entire City must be brought up-to-date. 
c. Let’s look at the reality of our funding and get the biggest bang for our buck. Schools being the most important, great deal of walking. We had to prioritize. 

d. Explorer was labeled as one of those priorities and a lighted cross walk is planned for there. 

e. The overall issue of garbage. This is an issue still being worked on some of its education, some people have disregard for the program.  We probably need to be focused on the enforcement side. City is very open to suggestions. 

f. Aggressive on traffic calming measures, many people asked for speed bumps on their street, most street-residents were split 50/50 on this issue. That is on area that to the extent that I can help or find other solutions such as narrowing with lines, stop signs, signage reminders to slow down rather than speed bumps. If residents support them still than we will consider it with fire weighing on the approval. 

g. We are trying a traffic circle on Zinfandel and McGregor and see how it does before considering using this measure any where else. 

h. Development does not get ahead of infrastructure and development should support itself not be weighed on the existing community. March 6th there will be a City Council workshop of the phasing of infrastructure
i. Julie K. asked Cyrus to consider the recommendation of a raised crosswalk in front of Winn near Meteor. 

4. Update on Committees: 
a. Political Affairs: Matt reported –Gardner Court problem. Boston Floyd has sold interest in the bar to another individual, it was not posted in a visible place but it has changed hands, this individual has to be  investigated by ABC, beginning to see slow down of home market – Douglas and Sunrise – Raley’s has backed out of development, Matt and Dan S. attended a DUI stop on Folsom Blvd. PC going to San Diego, CC going to DC
