1. Minutes and agenda were approved.

2. Presentation by Sywest The Landing:
a. The company holds their assets in trust and do not normally sell it off, since they are continue ownership they will also be managing it.  Site is 37.5 acres, parcels currently are zoned M-2. This site is in the County of Sacramento but under the sphere of influence of RC.
b. The proposed project re-zones them to LC which is more retail/restaurant. Several retail mid-size box stores, health club, multi-plex theatre electronics, sporting, book, linen, clothing, boutique shops, and restaurant village. Developed in the awareness that the project is adjacent to a TOD. There will be sign kiosks notifying shoppers of their proximity to public transportation choices. There will be thru access throughout the property. As part of the site design they have tried to allow ample space for bike paths and sidewalks. Trellis overhead. 
c. 6 restaurants, hope to use water feature and outdoor fireplace to create a community gathering place. 
d. The architectural style is consistent throughout the center, with unifying features shared throughout. The buildings and storefronts have been designed in accordance with modern urban design. Broke up distance between buildings with planters, benches, planters, and trellises. 
e. Talking with Best Buy, Bed Bath and Beyond, Shoe Pavilion, 

f. All six of the Drive-in screens will be taken down but the signs marking the property have been designed to portray the site’s original use. For example the monument sign will say “now appearing” above the listed tenants which will be displayed in a fashion that reflects the image of old drive in movie signs. 
g.  The project will provide the surrounding community with an upscale shopping and dining opportunities, along with a gathering place with a distinctive trade area. The significant capital investment being made will serve as a catalyst for positive re-development in the surrounding area.

a. Political Affairs: Matt reported that the CC has proposed a moratorium on certain businesses entities such as thrift stores, check cashing, and other undesirable businesses.  It will be 45 days long initially; attorneys will discuss feasibility of extending that to 9 months.
