2. Minutes were approved with no changes
3. Lee Frechette, CRPD
a. Mr. Frechette requested that those attendees complete a survey indicating their wishes for the parks.  He also took questions from the attendees from topics ranging to the special assessment to plans for LV Community Park.
4. Patrick Johnson, Sacramento Housing Alliance and Sherry Lautsbaugh– the following information was shared by Mr. Johnson and Mrs. Lautsbaugh:

a. Non-profit membership organization – membership made up of various NFP agencies.  He toted the achievements of his organization, and the role of education that they play.
b. His agency will present several workshops on affordable housing throughout the region including South Sacramento and Fair Oaks.  

c. A study recently completed by SHA indicated that RC does not have affordable housing for the bottom three income groups.
d. Mrs. Lautsbaugh explained the role of CFORCAFA.  Rancho will allow 10% of new housing for the lower income groups.  CFORCAFA meetings take place every 3rd Thursday of every month at RCNC at 6pm.  
e. Both parties asked LVNA to get involved by handing out flyers and volunteering to call residents.

a. Political Affairs: Matt reported that the City Council is currently visiting Blight Busters will soon visit LV and residents are strongly encouraged to straighten up their properties before that visit.  Finally, he announced that Mayor David Sander will visit LV in April or May as part of his morning Walk With The Mayor outreach.  Matt will ask that Mayor Sander walk the neighborhood during the afternoon rather than the morning hours.

c. On Friday March 9th, Sac City Unified Assistant Superintendent Phillip Moore visited AM Winn as part of his tour of schools under his direction.  Steve Curran and Kevin attended the meeting as well.  Healthy Start receives money from Title I based on ADA/Free-Reduced Lunch Program.  Based on the anticipated decrease of 13% and declining enrollment, the program might experience large budget cuts.  Although the decision to cut funding at Winn was made by Stephan Brown, the final decision to cut funding has not been approved yet.

a.
