Minutes approved 
1. Commercial Development at Old Placerville
a. Ted presented an overview of the project from the company’s viewpoint. 

b. The styles of homes are reminiscent of the 1940’s, and will offer three models and elevations. 

c. Tower is mostly a commercial enterprise, and owns several properties within the Rancho Cordova city limits.
d. There where will be no gating around this development except at property lines. There is an entrance gate tentatively planned as a passive form of security. 

e. Members expressed concerns at the lack of sidewalks.  Tower explained that the project does warrant enough traffic to require them and will treat the road as a private one. 

f. An HOA will be constructed for the residence at the office complex. Tower will manage the office complex, which contains four 5,000 square foot pads.

i. The City Council passed an ordinance preventing sex offenders from loitering in public places where children gather. City Council questioned Allied Waste on their inability to provide timely pick up of waste piles.

The change will take place August 6th. Ted Gabler, City Manager is conducting interviews with the existing captains within the Sheriff’s department.
